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When households first start pricing senior care, the numbers can feel like a cliff edge. A private space in a nursing home
can encounter 6 figures annually in lots of regions. Assisted living averages less, but it is still a significant monthly
expense, and memory care includes another premium for security and staffing. Meanwhile, most people wish to honor a
parent's choices and keep self-respect, not just discover the most inexpensive choice.

Start with requirement, not with buildings
